Foreachboard

series of specificareas of performance ,

coveringeverythingpeoplemight
wantfroma waveboard :

webegin
eachtestbystartingfromthebeach

andconsideringhowquickly a
board

getsontotheplane , alongside how
wellit sailsupwind .

Fromherewe
considereditsperformance in both
onshoreandcrossshoreconditions
andfinallyhowtheboardfelt
duringaerialmanoeuvres .

It goes
withoutsayingthatan851board
isn' t appropriateforthemajority of

sailors justgettingstarted in choppy
conditions : whymakethingsharder
foryourself? Insteadsailorswhowant

to getthebestout
of

a
session in big

conditions or justconsistentlyrip at

yourlocalbumpandjump location
,

stepthisway , youmayjustfindthe
perfectboardforyou...

It is important ,

onceyouhavefound

yournewprideandjoy ,

to get to

know it andpersonalise eachpiece
fordifferentweatherconditions.

Morethanever
,

withmultiplefin
optionsavailable

, positioningthese

correctlyandyourmastfoot in the
masttrack is

essentialif youwant to

getthemostout of yournewtoy :

so
don'

t getcomplacent.
Tomakethingsasclearaspossible

foryouoverthepage ,

wehaveused
certain jargonthat' s

evengotus a bit
confused! Sowiththis in

mindhere
follows a

bit
of

a glossary,

Singleconcave : a concavein the
undersideof theboard :

creates a

pocket of airthatliftsyouuponto
thewater

, making it easy to plane ;

alsocompromisescontrol in chop
andallowsgoodturningon a wave.
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Doubleconcave :
twoconcaves in

the
underside : gives a degree of

control
andlift

, althoughslightlylesslift
than a singleconcave.

Vee :
A raisedlinedownthecentre of

theunderside of theboard : splitsthe
wateras it passesunderneathwhich
assistscontrolbutdoesn' t providelift.

Rocker line :
curvature of

theboard
fromnoseto

tail : more in

thetailhelps
withsharperturnsandimprovescontrol

,

whilenoserockerhelpswithcontrolon
a

waveface
( preventssticking ).

Sonowyou' re fullyclueduponthe

lingo it'
s time to

readonandfindout
whichone of

thesenewshapes is
the

rightstyleforyou!
